CALL TO ORDER
Mark Imes called the meeting to order.

ROLL CALL
Tee Rosario called roll and a quorum was present.

CONSENT AGENDA

Brenda Ford moved and Judy Johnson seconded the approval of the Consent Agenda. The Consent Agenda

includes July 8, 2009 Executive Committee Meeting Minutes; August 2009 Executive Director's Report; School

Readiness Program Enroliment Report as of July 2009; Wait List Report as of September 3, 2009; Community

Outreach Report for September 2009; and Materials Distribution List for August 2009.

The motion carried unanimously.

e Judy Johnson commended staff for the extraordinary amount of work as noted on the August 2009
Executive Director's Report.

o As of yesterday, September 8, 2009, there are 948 children on the wait list for school readiness services.
The goal is to provide services for 75 children currently on the wait list.

e There are currently 1,600 children in the fall VPK program. The target number of children to serve in VPK
this FY is 2,100. There are approximately 70 VPK child care providers.

e At the August 27, 2009 Board meeting, Rusty Skinner shared that One Stop Workforce Connection was
able to acquire $50,000 for child care cost assistance. Eligible individuals through Taylor, Bean & Whitaker
(TB&W) will be served from the funds acquired by One Stop Workforce Connection. One Stop Workforce
Connection is looking at options to acquire additional funds for child care costs. One of the items that One
Stop Workforce Connection is implementing is that if an eligible individual has a four-year-old child they
must enroll their child in the VPK program. If an eligible individual enrolls their child in a child care center
that does not offer the VPK program then the individual is responsible for paying the fee that would have
been paid under the VPK program.

Operating

ELCMC By-Laws Revision

Requested approval of the modifications of the By-Laws recommended by the By-Laws Committee.

On May 13, 2009, the Nominating Committee met and recommended that ELCMC staff re-evaluate the
responsibilities and duties of the Treasurer and Secretary as stated in the ELCMC By-Laws under section 5.2.
as approved by the Board in August 2006 and make a recommendation to the Executive Committee for revision
purposes.
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On August 3, 2009, the By-Laws Committee met and Judy Johnson made the following recommendations

(additions are underlined and deletions are strikethrough) in Section 5.2. Officers of the Coalition:

Section 5.2. OFFICERS OF THE COALITION

5.2.1. The Chair shall preside at all meetings of the Coalition. The Chair shall appoint, with the approval of the
Coalition, chairs of all committees and perform such other duties as prescribed by the Coalition.

5.2.2. The Vice-Chair shall perform the duties of the Chair when the Chair is absent and have such other
responsibilities as may—be designated when—called—upon by the Chair or in the absence of a
gubernatorial appointment of the Chair.

5.2.3. The Treasurer shall keep cause to be maintained an account of monies received and expended for the
use of the Coalition and should make a report at the annual meeting or when called upon by the Chair.
The Treasurer will also ensure an independent audit is conducted on an annual basis. The Treasurer
shall preside at all Board meetings of the Coalition in the absence of the Chair and Vice Chair and
Secretary and perform all such duties usually pertaining to the office of the Treasurer. Serve in any
capacity as designated by the Chair.

5.2.4. The Secretary shall ensure that notice required by these bylaws is given and keep records of all
proceedings of the Coalition. The Secretary may shall perform any other duties incident to the Office of
Secretary or assigned by the Chair of the Coalition. The Secretary shall preside at all Board meetings
of the Coalition in the absence of the Chair, Vice Chair and-the—Treasurer and perform all such duties
usually pertaining to the office of the Secretary. Serve in any capacity as designated by the Chair.

Judy Johnson also recommended that in order to comply with:

Section 5.2.4. The Secretary shall ensure that notice required by these bylaws is given and keep records of all

proceedings of the Coalition.

Tee Rosario will announce at the start of meetings that “This meeting has been properly Noticed”.

The modifications to the By-Laws were forwarded via e-mail to Carol Eurton and Judy Johnson for their review

and feedback to Roseann Fricks before presentation to the Executive Committee.

On August 10, 2009, Carol Eurton responded via e-mail to Roseann Fricks that the By-Laws were fine.

The Executive Committee meeting was canceled due to conflicting appointments of the Officers.

On August 18, 2009, Judy Johnson responded via e-mail to Roseann Fricks with input on the By-Laws. The By-

Laws were revised with Judy Johnson’s revisions.

The By-Laws revised August 18, 2009 were included for review.

Discussion on the floor. An additional modification was recommended and is noted in double strikethrough

under 5.2.4.; The phrase “and the Treasurer” is deleted.

Judy Johnson moved and Donna Dodson seconded the approval as stated above as amended. The motion

carried unanimously.

Executive Director’s Performance Evaluation

General discussion concerning the evaluation of the Executive Director. Members that completed the
evaluation form commented positively on the performance of the Executive Director during FY 2008 — 2009.
Members who did not have an opportunity to respond requested this item be placed on the October Executive
Committee meeting agenda for final discussion and vote.

Programming

Final Monitoring Plan Update

Requested approval of the Monitoring Plan for FY 2009 — 2010. Agency for Workforce Innovation (AWI)
conducted an audit through KPMG the week of March 23, 2009. On Monday, April 6, 2009, Roseann Fricks and
Sherry Doyle attended a conference call meeting with KPMG monitors regarding the audit conducted at
ELCMC. Roseann Fricks and Sherry Doyle had issues with some of the items KPMG monitors noted on their
draft monitoring report.

The draft monitoring report was received and made available upon request to the ELCMC Board of Directors at
the April 23, 2009 meeting.

In April 2009, ELCMC responded to the KPMG draft monitoring report.

ELCMC received the final monitoring report from KPMG on May 18, 2009.

On June 10, 2009, the Executive Committee unanimously approved the KPMG final monitoring report and
ELCMC response to be presented as a ratification item at the June 25, 2009 Board meeting.

The ELCMC Response was sent to AWI on June 12, 2009; it was due by June 18, 2009.

On June 25, 2009, the Full Board unanimously approved the KPMG final monitoring report and ELCMC
response. The ELCMC final monitoring response report incorporates all recommendations of the KPMG
monitoring report.
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On July 8, 2009, the Executive Committee requested that the Monitoring Plan for FY 2009 — 2010 be referred to
the Program/VPK Committee for initial review and then recommendations forwarded to the Executive
Committee. The Monitoring Plan for FY 2009 — 2010 was included for review.

On July 9, 2009, the draft Monitoring Plan for FY 2009 — 2010 was distributed to the Program/VPK Committee
for review. The Program/VPK Committee made the following recommendations to the draft Monitoring Plan for
FY 2009 — 2010:

e Page 2 — eliminate the word “Daily” and move items (Coalition Process Monitoring (monitoring all coalition
activities to determine if improvement is needed ¢ Monitoring Coalition website as needed to verify accuracy
of all information)) to Weekly or Monthly section.

e Page 2 — eliminate the “Semi-Annually” section since it is included under the Sub-recipient Monitoring
Outline.

e Page 4 — under Sub-recipient Monitoring Activities, change Quality Assurance Director to Executive Director
will notify the Coalition’s Board of Directors if any concerns arise that continue to affect the quality of
services being delivered to the children and families in the service area.

The Program/VPK Committee came to a consensus to forward the Monitoring Plan as amended to the

Executive Committee for review and approval.

The draft Monitoring Plan for FY 2009 — 2010 as amended by the Program/VPK Committee was included for

review.

Donna Dodson moved and Judy Johnson seconded the approval as stated above. The motion carried

unanimously.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

FY 2009 — 2010 Provider Market Rate

Roseann Fricks distributed a draft handout for discussion purposes only regarding provider market rate
information. Roseann Fricks discussed the handout in detail. Every few years the AWI conducts a state-wide
market rate survey and then information is forwarded to Early Learning Coalitions based on information received
from child care providers. That information tells Early Learning Coalitions the 75" percentile reimbursement.
The FY 2009 — 2010 Provider Market Rate was conducted in spring 2009. Early Learning Coalitions are not
able to increase rates when there is a wait list of children for school readiness services. Roseann Fricks
recommended and the Executive Committee agreed that the Program/VPK Committee review in detail and
make recommendations for the FY 2009 — 2010 Provider Market Rate.

Mark Imes discussed what a Gold Seal provider is.

First Call for Help RFP

As a reminder, ELCMC responded to United Way of Marion County’s (UWMC) RFP on the First Call for Help
program. ELCMC responded to the RFP and Brenda Ford signed it today, September 9" for delivery to UWMC.
Roseann Fricks has ensured in the Response that there are no cross over in funds for school readiness for the
First Call for Help Program. CDS is partnering with ELCMC for services for the First Call for Help program in
Marion County. CDS is providing computers, office furniture, etc. Services would begin January 1, 2010 with a
18 month commitment from UWMC. The program would run from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday through Friday. With
answering over 1,900 phone calls for Child Care Resource & Referral service the First Call for Help program
would go hand in hand Child Care Resource & Referral. ELCMC joined the AIRS (Alliance of Information and
Referral Systems) with annual dues of $50. UWMC is conducting site visits to the organizations responding to
the RFP on September 21% and 22" Roseann Fricks has spoken to Brenda Ford and George Gibson about
their availability to attend the site visit for ELCMC at CDS. Roseann Fricks will notify the Executive Committee
to see who can participate during the site visit. The UWMC Board will discuss the responses received at their
October meeting.

Board member Form 990 Questionnaire

Roseann Fricks discussed that she has begun conversation with Purvis, Gray & Co. as well as Brenda Ford
regarding the Form 990. ELCMC received a 20 page questionnaire from Purvis, Gray & Co. for Board members
to complete. The questionnaire must be completed by March 31, 2010. ELCMC staff is working with Brenda
Ford to put a procedure in place regarding the completion of the Form 990 by Board members.

Mark Imes discussed that the UWMC Board members sign an annual Code of Ethics form. Staff were directed
to create a form that members could sign annually for compliance with the 990 Form.

AWI/ELAC Task Force Meeting
Roseann Fricks attended the ELAC Task Force meeting in Tampa last week. The meeting was attended by ELC
Board Chairs, Executive Directors and AWI staff. The purpose of the meeting was to begin looking at legislative
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issues for the upcoming session. There was discussion on the Bills from last year including SB2570 from
Senator Wise for the elimination of Early Learning Coalitions. The Task Force agreed that some of the issues
they will be addressing for FY 2009 — 2010 include talking points for the legislators at the federal level as
opposed to keeping it at the local and state levels. The Task Force is working with Senator Nelson and Senator
LeMieux on scheduling a meeting in Florida for childcare and early learning discussion purposes. The Task
Force is also interested in having AWI and AELC (Association of Early Learning Coalitions) distributing a
consistent message. The number one priority is funding. Roseann Fricks will keep the Executive Committee
informed.

Marion Legislative Delegation Meeting

Save the Date - the Marion County Legislative Delegation Meeting will be held November 17, 2009 from 1:00
pm - 6:00 pm at the Klein Conference Center at Central Florida Community College.

Mark Imes discussed that one of the items Kids Central, Inc. and the Department of Children and Families did
last year in their advocacy was focus on only one issue to present to legislators.

Board Membership Terms

After the last Board meeting, ELCMC submitted a Coalition Plan Amendment for the new Board members to
AWI. Roseann Fricks received notification from AWI that ELCMC was out of compliance with the Board
members terms. AWI stated that all Board members need to have the same term length. Currently the ELCMC
Board membership is made up of members that have two, three or four year terms. Michelle Watson at AWI
stated that this situation is being reviewed by their legal department. ELCMC was advised that Board terms
might need to be changed to four year terms. Roseann Fricks will wait to receive notification of this in writing
before pursuing. Mark Imes stated that another clarification question is if ELCMC goes with four year terms and
if someone wants to resign before their term that they be responsible to find their replacement on the ELCMC
Board.

Customer Service Project

At the June 25, 2009 Board meeting discussion began on options for improving customer service through use of
technology. ELCMC staff met with Cheri Erskin, Board member and owner of Together for Children to acquire
details on the customer service project from her. ELCMC also met with Roberta Brant because of her
technology background. ELCMC is working with its’ current IT provider, Sun Digital for this information. In
conversation with AWI last week, Michelle Watson discussed that this is something that ELIS (Early Learning
Information System) will be reviewing. However, implementation of this phase is not anticipated for sometime.
AWI must request additional funding for this project through the legislators during the upcoming session. Cheri
Erskin is willing to be a pilot site for this project. Roseann Fricks will keep the Executive Committee informed of
new information.

INFORMATION ITEMS

Letter dated August 18, 2009 from AWI re: Annual Eligibility & Fraud Prevention Review

Letter dated August 18, 2009 from AWI was included for review. AWI accepted ELCMC's corrective action plan
for the school readiness, VPK eligibility and VPK instructor qualification files for the auditing conducted in July
2008.

Program/VPK Committee Meeting Update

Judy Johnson provided highlights from the Program/VPK Committee meeting on September 3, 2009:

e the Monitoring Plan update approved at today’s meeting

e the FY 2009 — 2010 Training Calendar — trainings will be held at Rasmussen College

e Training Fee Policy — a $10 fee for child care provider trainings (except for VPK related trainings) has been
implemented; child care providers can only sign up for three trainings at a time.

e Success By 6 reported that it is planning its’ second annual Pajama Party and reading event called
Pajamas and Books for Bedtime. Last year, ELCMC/SB6 collected 1,400 pairs of pajamas for
children/young adults in need.

e ELCMC is in negotiation with the partnership with UWMC for the Success By 6 Agreement. Maureen
Quinlan, President of UWMC and Roseann Fricks will begin discussion with the Leadership Council to
create a sub-committee to begin the Agreement discussion.

e Success By 6 was awarded $3,000 from Target for the Imagination Library program. It costs
approximately $23 a child per year to participate in the Imagination Library program. Currently, the
Imagination Library costs approximately $1,000 monthly.

e The Caring through Cribs program is being held.
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e George Gibson attended the last VPK Standards training facilitated by Elizabeth Moore. George Gibson
commented that Elizabeth Moore does an awesome job keeping the attendees involved through interactive
activities, she’s upbeat and does a good job training.

OTHER BUSINESS

e Roseann Fricks is working on a policy for a succession plan for the Executive Committee for FY 2009 —
2010 in the event the Executive Director is not available, resigns, etc.

o Representative Kurt Kelly will be attending the ELAC meeting on Friday in Orlando.

e Brandi Cooney discussed the process for fraud prevention in Marion County as it pertains to school
readiness services.
