CALL TO ORDER 
Judy Johnson called the meeting to order. 
 
ROLL CALL 
Tee Rosario called roll. 
 
CONSENT AGENDA  
The Consent Agenda was accepted into the record as submitted.  The Consent Agenda includes: January 8, 2009 
Program/VPK Committee Meeting Minutes; Executive Director’s Report for December 2008 and January 2009; School 
Readiness Program Enrollment Report for November 2008 and December 2008;  Children Served by Care Level for 
December 2008 and January 2009; Waitlist Report as of February 27, 2009; VPK Information Report Comparison through 
January 2009; Community Outreach Report for January 2009 through May 2009; and Materials Distribution List for 
December 2008 and January 2009.   
• As of January 2009, 3,675 children have been served in school readiness services.   
• The Executive Director’s Report shows increased staff activities.   
• At the February 26th Board meeting, Judy Johnson mentioned that Roseann Fricks celebrated her six year 

anniversary at ELCMC.  Judy Johnson credits Roseann Fricks and ELCMC staff for their involvement and increased 
activities in the community. 

 
CHAIR REPORT    
• Early Learning Coalitions are facing budget reductions for FY 2009 – 2010.   

o ELCMC is operating day to day dependent on information from AWI (Agency for Workforce Innovation) on 
possible funds available to Early Learning Coalitions for direct services to children.   

• ELCMC is currently overspent in the budget for direct services to children.   
• ELCMC needs additional slot funds to serve children through FYE June 30, 2009. 
 
DISCUSSION/CONSENT ITEMS  
Training and Conference Reimbursement    
Requested acceptance to move $2,000 from Gold Seal line Item on FY 2008 - 2009 quality budget and apply the funds to 
the Conference Scholarships line item to allow the reimbursement of additional qualifying requests for conference and 
training registration reimbursement by early childhood professionals in Marion County. 
Requests for reimbursement of conference and training registration fees have exceeded the amount budgeted by 
$942.00. Anticipated requests will bring the exceeded total to $1,942.00 by FYE. The current budgeted amount for this 
line item is $2,500. The current requests for reimbursement are $3,442.00.  Accreditation renewal reimbursement 
requests have underutilized the budgeted $5000 by only requesting $845.00 of funding with an anticipated usage of an 
additional $350.00 by FYE. This brings the total for accreditation renewal requests to $1,195. The February 2009 
Accreditation Renewal and Conference Training Registration Reimbursement Update sheet was included for review.   
The Program/VPK Committee reached a consensus to accept as stated above.   

In partnership with 
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Health & Safety (H&S) Checklist Update      
At the January 8, 2009 Program/VPK Committee, Nasseam McPherson James provided a Health and Safety Checklist 
update.  Follow-up information includes: 
• There is no change to the H&S Checklist. 
• Nasseam McPherson James met with Community Technical and Adult Education Center (CTAE) personnel to review 

the H&S Checklist they created to implement at their site for compliance.   
o The CTAE H&S Checklist was created using the ELCMC H&S Checklist. 
o Nasseam McPherson James suggested that ELCMC allow CTAE to implement the CTAE H&S Checklist 

created and ELCMC will continue to conduct monitoring visits at CTAE.   
o Brandi Cooney stated that there are no compliance issues with CTAE.   

 CTAE site managers purchased outlet plug covers for their sites.   
o Nasseam McPherson James has a copy of CTAE’s H&S Checklist available upon request.   

 CTAE’s H&S Checklist is exactly like the ELCMC H&S Checklist; it is formatted differently and broken 
down by sections of which personnel is responsible for specific compliance items.   

o Judy Johnson stated that CTAE’s H&S Checklist will suffice as their own auditing tool.   
 
INFORMATION ITEMS     
PROGRAM:  
Kick Up Nutrition Program 
At the January 8, 2009 Program/VPK Committee the Kick Up Nutrition Program was discussed.  As a follow-up to the 
previous discussion, the Marion County Health Department (MCHD) will be unable to fund the Kick Up Nutrition Program.     
ELCMC continues to pursue potential partnership with MCHD to fund the Success By 6 Caring Through Cribs program.   
The Kick Up Nutrition Program will continue in Marion County.  Elizabeth Moore will approach the Marion County 
Children’s Alliance Early Childhood Nutrition Workgroup in reference to the Kick Up Nutrition Program.     
 
Provider Task Force Update    
A Provider Task Force meeting was held on January 27, 2009 from 5:00 pm to 6:00 pm.  Attendees included child care 
providers from home, faith-based, registered and center-based.  The meeting notes were included for review.  Highlights 
include: 
o The Provider Task Force will become more involved in writing the monthly ELCMC Provider Newsletter 
o Elizabeth Moore discussed her meeting in December 2008 with Anna Dewese, Principal at Fessenden Elementary 

School. The Task Force was engaged in conversation about bridging the gap between the early childhood field and 
the elementary schools in Marion County. Elizabeth Moore will follow up with conversation with the Marion County 
Public Schools regarding the potential of the Task Force to meet up with Kindergarten teachers to begin discussions 
and next steps.    

o Discussion regarding bringing back monthly provider meetings.  
o Several child care providers feel disconnected and out of the loop on current information without the 

meetings. 
o Provider Task Force would like to conduct provider meetings and look at options for space, etc. 
o Additional discussion on the floor. 

 There were 25 child care providers on the last conference call meeting.   
 Not all child care providers have internet access on their computer for Webinar trainings and 

meetings that may be offered by ELCMC.   
 Child care providers receive a monthly newsletter with their payment. 
 Brandi Cooney discussed that child care providers miss the networking conducted at provider 

meetings.  There is a local family child care association and child care providers can join the 
association for networking purposes.   

 Roseann Fricks discussed that ELCMC has explored options for different ways of having child care 
providers submit their sign in/out sheets and attendance sheets.  On March 2, 2009, ELCMC and 
CDS staff attended the Early Learning Coalition of Big Bend (ELCBB) to look at their “Market Days”.  
ELCBB’s “Market Days” involves: 

• Child care providers are required to attend the event and they bring their sign in/out sheets, 
timesheet, attendance sheets, etc. and go to different stations where ELCBB staff are 
conducting different functions, ex. IT, attendance sheet review, etc.  There is a vendor that 
sponsors the event and provides an opportunity for child care providers to win give-a-ways or 
receive resource information.  It is a time intensive event but in the long run it is very cost 
effective because you do not have all the questions that may arise by dropping off attendance 
sheets then receive a call from staff that says, “I do not understand” or “you are missing 
paperwork”.  Everything is taken care of at the “Market Days” event.  Marion County will 
conduct a pilot “Market Day” event in June 2009.   
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 The Program/VPK Committee members are welcome to attend the Provider Task Force meetings.  
The schedule is included in the January 2009 notes.   

 
Quality Assurance Update:   
Coalition Eligibility Monitoring Results     
The AWI conducted an annual SR and VPK review of child and provider eligibility files; Enhanced Field System (EFS) 
data; written policies, procedures, and forms; and coalition and attendance monitoring for the ELCMC. The on-site review 
took place July 14-17, 2008. The review team examined files from children who were active April through June 2008 and 
practices of ELCMC operations as of June 2008.  
The complete monitoring report is available upon request.   
 
CDS Final School Readiness Monitoring Results  
Nasseam McPherson James discussed the CDS final school readiness monitoring report.  The following files were 
reviewed from December 8, 2008 to December 12, 2008:  School Readiness and VPK, employee, School Readiness 
Providers, VPK Eligibility, and School Readiness Eligibility.  
The draft CDS SR Monitoring Report for the First Semi-Annual Review was presented at the January 7, 2009 Executive 
Committee meeting.  The only change included in the final Report for review is CDS’ response to the findings.  CDS’ 
score increased due to the compliance concerns being removed from the report.  CDS disputed items on the original 
report with sufficient argument presented at no fault of CDS staff.  The final monitoring score is 96.7%.  Additional 
information regarding the monitoring report is available via Nasseam McPherson James upon request.   
 
Inclusion Services Update    
Elizabeth Moore receives calls almost daily for children in need of additional services.  Elizabeth Moore continues to 
explore different options for providing assistance to children in need of additional services.  To date, for FY 2008 – 2009, 
Elizabeth Moore has provided assistance/referrals to 67 children.  Elizabeth Moore explained the function of Florida 
Diagnostic & Learning Resources System (FDLRS).  FDLRS provides diagnostic and instructional support services to 
exceptional children. Elizabeth Moore anticipates four referrals for inclusion services to be provided by tomorrow, March 
6, 2009.  Elizabeth Moore requested that the Program/VPK Committee forward her any inclusion services resources they 
might be aware.   
 
VPK: FY 2007-2008 Kindergarten Readiness Rates Update/ VPK Low Performing Providers    
The final VPK Readiness Rates Comparison sheet for 2005 through 2010 was included for review.  The sheet is divided 
by FY. Marion County has six low performing performers (LPPs) for FY 2007 – 2008 from nine LPPs in FY 2006 – 2007.  
ELCMC has been informed that there are no funds available to assist FY 2008 – 2009 LPPs.  ELCMC will provide 
technical assistance to the LPPs.   
Marion County has two child care providers that received a perfect VPK Provider Readiness Rate score of 300 in FY 2007 
- 2008:  Debra Poole and Cindy Minard (Kid’s Choice Academy).  Debra Poole has received a perfect score for three 
years in a row.  Marion County VPK child care providers are providing an excellent program.   
Some providers did not receive a score due to closing their site; not having enough children to continue the VPK program, 
etc.  A total 76 child care providers provided the VPK program in FY 2007 – 2008. 
 
SUCCESS BY 6:  
SB6 Program Update        
Caring Through Cribs Update        
To date, SB6 has distributed the majority of the cribs to individuals that have attended the Caring Through Cribs program.  
There are a minimal number of cribs left for distribution to individuals that attend the class. The Caring Through Cribs 
program is well attended and participants come from Ocala as well as outlying areas in Marion County.  SB6 is currently 
seeking funding opportunities to purchase additional cribs for the Caring Through Cribs program.   
There may be prevention funding available from Kids Central, Inc. for the Caring Through Cribs program.  Cribs cost 
approximately $70 per crib if purchased in bulk.   
Yesterday, March 4, 2009, Geraldine Lochren and Roseann Fricks met with Munroe Regional Medical Center on sharing 
information.   
Imagination Library Update 
SB6 is currently seeking funding opportunities to continue the Imagination Library in Marion County.  ELCMC is funding 
the Imagination Library program 100% via quality funds for FY 2008 – 2009.    
Powerful Parenting Series Update 
To date, two Powerful Parenting classes have been held.  Approximately 20+ parents/caregivers attend each classes.  
The next Powerful Parenting class will be held on March 20, 2009 at Eagle Medical Management, Inc.

OTHER BUSINESS 
• Judy Johnson discussed the voting procedure for the Program/VPK Committee.  The Program/VPK Committee does 

not have motions or official action because AWI states that only ELCMC Board members are eligible to vote on 
ELCMC action presented.  The Program/VPK Committee makes recommendation to the Executive Committee which 
is then presented to the Board.   

o Elizabeth Moore will provide the Program/VPK Committee with information on voting procedure for ELCMC 
Committees.   

• ELCMC continues to explore options to acquire school readiness match funds for FY 2008 – 2009.  Roseann Fricks 
explained the school readiness match funds requirement.   

o In order to qualify for the school readiness program, families must be at or below 150% poverty income level.   
o ELCMC is operating in a deficient for FY 2008 – 2009.  There are enough funds to serve children in school 

readiness services through May 2009.   
o ELCMC has requested additional funds from AWI for school readiness services.   
o Effective November 1, 2008 Marion County began a wait list for school readiness services due to lack of 

sufficient funding for FY 2008 – 2009.   
o ELCMC requested $100,000 from United Way of Marion County (UWMC) for school readiness match funds. 

 On February 23, 2009, a site visit was conducted by UWMC’s Allocations Committee at Counts Early 
Learning Academy.  Counts Early Learning Academy owner, Jennifer Counts stated that 40% of 
children enrolled at her center have left due to the lay-offs.   

• Cheri Erskin, Together for Children (TFC) owner, stated that enrollment at her child care center is low.   
o Cheri Erskin is unable to provide scholarship to parents due to the current economic condition.  
o There continues to be a wait list for infant care. 
o Every other week there are parents that are losing hours at work or losing their employment.  

• Scott Hackmyer discussed that there is a possibility for the Marion County School System to go to a four-day school 
week.   

o City Parks are charging a minimal fee for summer programs.   
o Roseann Fricks has discussed with child care providers to be creative in meeting the needs of parents if the 

School System should go to a four-day school week or if their enrollment is low.   
o There are 300 child care providers in Marion County.   

• Judy Johnson discussed that funding per child is being reduced for the summer VPK program and the number of 
children in a classroom is being increased.   

• Judy Johnson discussed that ELCMC might not have the funds available to offer summer programs.  If funds are 
transferred to be able to offer summer programs, ELCMC will implement a different procedure which will include not 
releasing an RFP.   

• The Program/VPK Committee scheduled a meeting on June 4, 2009 for budget purposes for FY 2009 – 2010.  
• Gerry Brent announced that Eckerd Youth Alternatives is conducting a fund-raiser on Friday, March 13, 2009 at the 

Pioneer Club/Holiday Knights.  The tickets are $40.   Tickets are available via Gerry Brent.   
• Gwen Wilson announced that she will be traveling to Tallahassee for Children’s Week for “hanging of the hands”.  

Hands will be hung in Tallahassee on March 29, 2009.   
• Scott Hackmyer announced that the Kiwanis Club has an art auction on Sunday, March 8, 2009.  The tickets cost $15 

per couple or $10 per person.   
• Scott Hackmyer commended Roseann Fricks and ELCMC staff for their pleasantness, creativity, helpfulness and 

professional work ethics.
