CALL TO ORDER 
Judy Johnson called the meeting to order. 
 
ROLL CALL 
Tee Rosario announced that this meeting was properly noticed and she called roll.   
 
CONSENT AGENDA 
The Consent Agenda was accepted into the record as submitted.    The Consent Agenda includes: March 4, 
2010 Program/VPK Committee Meeting Minutes; Executive Director’s Report for February and March 2010; 
School Readiness Program Enrollment Report for February and March 2010; Children Served by Care Level for 
February and March 2010; Waitlist Report as of April 30, 2010 (No Waitlist!); VPK Information Report 
Comparison through March 2010; Community Outreach Report for March through May 2010; and Materials 
Distribution List for February & March 2010.   
 
CHAIR REPORT       
RFP for FY 2010-2013 Early Learning Services  
The RFP Committee has met on numerous occasions to discuss the responses received from the RFP for SR 
and VPK Services.  On May 5th, a recommendation was reached that will be presented to the Executive 
Committee at the May 12th meeting.  The recommendations from the RFP Committee are to contract with Sun 
Digital, Inc.  for IT Services, negotiate a contract with Episcopal Children’s Services (ECS) for SR and VPK 
Eligibility and bring the remaining early learning components in-house.     
Legislative Update                 
A Bill passed that creates changes for early learning coalitions.  One of the changes authorizes all the Board 
members to have voting rights.  Judy Johnson discussed the history of early learning coalition Board member 
voting rights.  This affects subcommittees since there are representatives from the community that are not 
voting members.   
There is now a requirement that the Department of Children and Families consult with the Agency for Workforce 
Innovation regarding approval of accrediting associations of Gold Seal quality care programs.  This is a direct 
result of the situation in Marion County with Ocala Kid Zone. 
  
CONSENT ITEMS 
FY 2010-2011 Quality Budget  
The FY 2010-2011 Quality Budget has not been finalized.  The Program/VPK Committee scheduled a meeting 
on June 3rd to discuss the Quality Budget and make a recommendation to the Executive Committee.  School 
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Readiness funding was not reduced for next FY.  There is an adjustment to the VPK reimbursement by less 
than 1%.  The Base Student Allocation (BSA) was announced; it will be $2,179 for the Summer program and 
$2,562 for the Fall.  These amounts are for the entire program per child reimbursement for child care providers.  
The District Cost Differential (DCD) has not been announced to date.  Varies by county and is based on the cost 
of living.       
 
FY 2010-2011 School Readiness Provider Agreement  
Roseann Fricks announced that there will be a state wide provider agreement.  A variety of steps through the 
Agency for Workforce Innovation has to be completed in order to have that in effect.  The child care providers 
will need to sign the local agreement and then potentially sign the statewide agreement once it’s adopted.  
Nasseam McPherson James discussed the draft FY 2010 – 2011 School Readiness Provider Agreement in 
detail.  The draft incorporates the statewide provider agreement. A handout was distributed to the members for 
their review.  The highlighted areas are added language.   The child care providers will have the opportunity to 
sign their agreement in June 2010.  Nasseam McPherson James requested that the Program/VPK Committee 
forward her any comments or suggestions they have regarding the agreement.   
   
Provider Training and Conference Reimbursement   
Consent was requested for the reallocation of $3000 from the Provider Training and Implementation Materials 
line item to the Provider Training and Conference Reimbursement line item in the FY 2009-2010 Quality Budget. 
ELCMC has received 155 requests for reimbursement from early learning professionals throughout this FY. 
These requests have exhausted the original $5000 budgeted. Funds are available to reallocate from the 
Provider Training and Implementation Materials line item. Reallocating these funds would allow ELCMC to fulfill 
all active requests as well as continue to offer Provider Training and Conference Reimbursement for the 
remainder of the FY. The Provider Accreditation Renewal & Training/Conference Reimbursement Update - April 
2010 was included for review.  
The Program/VPK Committee consented to the above as presented.   
 
INFORMATION ITEMS  
     PROGRAM: 
RFP for Summer Programs      
Elizabeth Moore discussed the RFP for Summer Programs.  Highlights include:  Funds were awarded to Marion 
County Children’s Alliance (MCCA) (two responses received) and Shores Assembly of God (SAOG) for summer 
programs.     
The program period is June 10, 2010 through July 8, 2010 with a planning period of June 7, 2010 to June 9, 
2010.  The RFP requires services for children birth to nine years old. Funding is intended for programs to 
provide services for eligible children not already receiving services through school readiness or Voluntary 
PreKindergarden (VPK) funds.   
SAOG received a perfect score in the VPK readiness rates.   
 
Provider Task Force Update      
Elizabeth Moore discussed the Provider Task Force Update in detail.  The meeting minutes from March 16th and 
April 20th were included for review.   
• The Provider Task Force (11 child care providers and 5 other individuals) and ELCMC staff met with 

legislators and participated in the Children’s Week events at the Capitol in Tallahassee.  A picture collage of 
the events at the Capitol was available in the conference room for review. 

• The provider Task Force has created a logo for themselves.  They have also agreed on a Vision and 
Mission Statement and have set goals.  Meetings will be held at different child care provider sites each 
month.  The meetings are held the third Tuesday of every month.  The Program/VPK Committee members 
are welcomed to attend the meetings. 

 
Professional Development Update     
The Professional Development Update information was included for review.  Highlights include: 
• Elizabeth Moore conducted five trainings in April 2010.   
• A total of 21 trainings to date have been held which includes 473 (duplicated) participants. 
• Elizabeth Moore is currently working on the training schedule for FY 2010 – 2011.   
• The training evaluations will be conducted differently from now on in order to obtain additional genuine 

feedback from participants.   
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On-line Eligibility Website Update     
Nasseam McPherson James discussed the On-line Eligibility Website in detail.  ELCMC is finalizing the web-
based on-line school readiness eligibility process.  The VPK program has been added to the web-based 
program.         
 
Child Care Licensing Update      
ELCMC received a document from the Association of Early Learning Coalitions (AELC) (distributed for review) 
which include issues for consideration.  Elizabeth Moore discussed the Child Care Licensing Update in detail.   
 
Draft SR Service Eligibility P&P Manual     
The AELC has drafted a School Readiness Services Eligibility Policies and Procedures Manual. AWI will review 
the draft manual and provide AELC with feedback.    
 
    VPK: 
VPK Provider Kindergarten Readiness Rates  
Elizabeth Moore discussed the VPK Provider Kindergarten Readiness Rates in detail.  Marion County has four 
child care providers that received a perfect score of 200 on their kindergarten readiness rates:  Debra Poole 
Large Family Child Care Home (four years in a row), Counts Early Learning Academy, SEED Preschool and 
Shores Assembly of God Daycare & Preschool.   
Low Performing Providers will receive technical assistance among other requirements in order to be eligible to 
provide the VPK program.   
The VPK Readiness Rates Comparison was included for review, which included child care providers that 
provided the VPK program and scores from Fall 2005 through Summer 2009.   
   
VPK Roundup        
Elizabeth Moore discussed the VPK Roundup in detail.  On May 8th, the Marion County Public Schools and 
ELCMC are partnering to host a VPK/Kindergarten Roundup event at the Marion County Public Library. A flyer 
on the event was included for distribution to the community.     
 
  SUCCESS BY 6: 
SB6 Program Update       
ELCMC/UWMC (United Way of Marion County) Agreement for SB6 FY’s 2010-2013   
Elizabeth Moore discussed the Agreement for SB6 in detail.  The major change recommended is financial 
support in an amount approved annually equal to at least 50% of the budget less any anticipated community 
support will be provided by UWMC.  Documentation was presented to the ad hoc Committee that demonstrated 
the continued increased level of financial contribution from ELCMC toward SB6 as well as the increased number 
of children/families receiving services.  Approximately 500 children/families received services at the beginning of 
the Partnership.  It is anticipated that this FY over 4,100 children/families will be served.  On March 17, 2010, 
the UWMC Board approved the Agreement subject to some minor changes on payment of the invoice, 
clarification to indicate when payment is to be made. A three year Agreement is being recommended effective 
July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2013.   
Roseann Fricks is meeting with Maureen Quinlan, President of UWMC to discuss the draft SB6 budget.   
 
OTHER BUSINESS 
• As discussed at a previous Program/VPK Committee meeting, the AELC submitted a grant application to 

IBM for computers.  Marion County was awarded seven computers that will be placed in various areas of 
the County to be utilized by children.   

• Scott Hackmyer discussed that Geraldine Lochren does a great job with the Caring through Cribs program.  
Scott Hackmyer discussed a specific story where Geraldine Lochren attempted several times to contact a 
family that was unavailable to provide them a one-on-one safe sleeping/Caring through Cribs class.   

o Roseann Fricks discussed that Geraldine Lochren has also provided the Caring through Cribs 
class at hotels to families living there.   

o There is discussion with Kids Central, Inc. to fund the Caring through Cribs program for next FY.   
o Elizabeth Moore discussed that the Powerful Parenting Series will be offered in the Belleview 

area at HOME (Hands of Mercy Everywhere) from July through December 2010.   
• Terri Harper has expressed an interest in joining the Program/VPK Committee.  Ms. Harper attended the 

March 2010 Program/VPK Committee meeting.  Terri Harper is the Head Start Manager at CDS.  An 
invitation will be extended to her to join the Committee.   
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• Gwen Wilson chairs the Florida Family Child Care Home Association (FFCCHA).  Because of Gwen 
Wilson’s efforts, the State Board of the FFCCHA meets in Marion County at CDS.  Roseann Fricks thanked 
Gwen Wilson for her role with the association.   

• Mary Beth Kyle announced that Central Florida Community College (CFCC) has selected an agency for the 
child care services.  Currently they are in contract negotiations.  

• Central Florida Community College is changing their name to College of Central Florida effective May 25, 
2010.  Mary Beth Kyle has been at CFCC for 30 years.   

• The next Program/VPK Committee meeting will be held on June 3, 2010 at 8:30 a.m.  The meeting will 
be Noticed.  

• The Children First Breakfast event will be held on October 27, 2010 in partnership with the Marion 
County Children’s Alliance.  The event will be held at the Hilton at 7:30 a.m.   The keynote speaker is Dr. Wil 
Blechman.  Dr. Blechman will report on what has happened with early learning and community support 
since the 2009 Children First Breakfast.     

• Scott Hackmyer distributed The Voice newsletter to the Program/VPK Committee.   
• Cheri Erskin announced that Together for Children is preparing to celebrate 11 years in business.
